STYLES OF ADDRESSES

When writing your letter, refer to your elected official as follows:

· A Mayor should be addressed as His/Her Worship (full name), Mayor of (name), the salutation of the letter should be Dear Sir/Madam: or Dear Mr./Madam Mayor:
· MPPs and MPs who are in Cabinet should be addressed using The Honourable and M.P.P. or M.P. after their name.  For example:
· The Honourable Deborah Matthews M.P.P.
Minister of Health

· The salutation for the letter should be Dear Minister: 
· An M.P.P. or M.P. not in Cabinet is addressed, for example, as Ms. Susan Rhodes M.P.P. or M.P.  The salutation would be Dear Ms. Rhodes,
